	Literacy
	

	Maths
	Teachers should use every relevant subject to develop pupils’ mathematical fluency. Confidence in numeracy and other mathematical skills is a precondition of success across the national curriculum. 

Teachers should develop pupils’ numeracy and mathematical reasoning in all subjects so that they understand and appreciate the importance of mathematics. Pupils should be taught to apply arithmetic fluently to problems, understand and use measures, make estimates and sense check their work. Pupils should apply their geometric and algebraic understanding, and relate their understanding of probability to the notions of risk and uncertainty. They should also understand the cycle of collecting, presenting and analysing data. They should be taught to apply their mathematics to both routine and non-routine problems, including breaking down more complex problems into a series of simpler steps.

	Science
	During years 1 and 2, pupils should be taught to use the following practical scientific methods, processes and skills through the teaching of the programme of study content: 

- asking simple questions and recognising that they can be answered in different ways 

- observing closely, using simple equipment 

- performing simple tests 

- identifying and classifying 

- using their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions 

- gathering and recording data to help in answering questions. 

All living things and their habitats 
Pupils should be taught to: 

- explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive 

- identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other 

- identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including micro-habitats 

- describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food. 

Light 
Pupils should be taught to: 

• observe and name a variety of sources of light, including electric lights, flames and the Sun 

• associate shadows with a light source being blocked by something. 

Sound 
Pupils should be taught to: 

- observe and name a variety of sources of sound, noticing that we hear with our ears 

- recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases.

	Location knowledge 
PASSPORT DAYS: name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas.

OPPORTUNITIES TO:

• Investigate the countries and capitals of the United Kingdom.

• Compare and contrast a small area of the United Kingdom with that of a non-European country.

• Use world maps, atlases and globes.

• Investigate the world’s continents and oceans.

• Use simple compass directions.

TO INVESTIGATE PLACES

- use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its countries, as well as the countries, continents and oceans studied at this key stage.

- Name and locate the world’s continents and oceans.

TO INVESTIGATE PATTERNS

- understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country

TO COMMUNTCATE GEOGRAPHICALLY

- use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West) and locational and directional language (e.g. near and far; left and right) to describe the location of features and routes on a map.

	History
	the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Some should be used to compare aspects of life in different periods (e.g. Elizabeth I and Queen Victoria, Christopher Columbus and Neil Armstrong, William Caxton and Tim Berners-Lee, Pieter Bruegel the Elder and LS Lowry, Rosa Parks and Emily Davison, Mary Seacole and Edith Cavell) 

To build an overview of world history
• Describe historical events.

• Describe significant people from the past.

• Recognise that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did.

To communicate historically

• Show an understanding of the concept of nation and a nation’s history.

• Show an understanding of concepts such as civilisation, monarchy, parliament, democracy, and war and peace.



	Art
	Pupils should be taught: 

- to use a range of materials creatively to design and make products 

- to use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination 

- to develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space 

- about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making links to their own work. 



	DT
	Through a variety of creative and practical activities, pupils should be taught the knowledge, understanding and skills needed to engage in an iterative process of designing and making. They should work in a range of relevant contexts, such as the home and school, gardens and playgrounds, the local community, industry and the wider environment. 

When designing and making, pupils should be taught to: 

Design 
- design purposeful, functional, appealing products for themselves and other users based on design criteria 

- generate, develop, model and communicate their ideas through talking, drawing, templates, mock-ups and, where appropriate, information and communication technology 

Make 
- select from and use a range of tools and equipment to perform practical tasks such as cutting, shaping, joining and finishing 

- select from and use a wide range of materials and components, including construction materials, textiles and ingredients, according to their characteristics 

Evaluate 
- explore and evaluate a range of existing products 

- evaluate their ideas and products against design criteria 

Technical knowledge 
- build structures, exploring how they can be made stronger, stiffer and more stable 

- explore and use mechanisms, such as levers, sliders, wheels and axles, in their products. 

Cooking and nutrition 
As part of their work with food, pupils should be taught how to cook and apply the principles of nutrition and healthy eating. Instilling a love of cooking in pupils will also open a door to one of the great expressions of human creativity. Learning how to cook is a crucial life skill that enables pupils to feed themselves and others affordably and well, now and in later life. 

Pupils should be taught to: 

- use the basic principles of a healthy and varied diet to prepare dishes 

- understand where food comes from. 



	Music


	The Long and Short of it.

Pupils should be taught to: 

 use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes 

 play tuned and untuned instruments musically 

 listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music 

 experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music. 



	PE
	Pupils should develop fundamental movement skills, become increasingly competent and confident and access a broad range of opportunities to extend their agility, balance and coordination, individually and with others. They should be able to engage in competitive (both against self and against others) and co-operative physical activities, in a range of increasingly challenging situations. 

Pupils should be taught to: 

 master basic movements including running, jumping, throwing and catching, as well as developing balance, agility and co-ordination, and begin to apply these in a range of activities 

 participate in team games, developing simple tactics for attacking and defending 

 perform dances using simple movement patterns.
